Following is the summary of the lecture given by BA PhD student Michael Turton to BA and IIMBA students on 2008/05/28

· The title

· Introducing ERP – ERP introduction
· “A study” – no need.

· Maybe use “:”, creates a structure :P 

· Abstracts

· Do them at the very end…

· Follow structure of your paper. One or two sentences. Make sure that it corresponds to the same structure.

· Background, core methodology, quick important findings, main conclusion and maybe a suggestion.

· Introduction 

· Struggle to make the introduction no longer than 3 paragraphs.

· Need to credit the original contributors. Using terms that are not clear. Put the main points in the first paragraph. Jump straight to the point.
· Make it clear what your area, industry, and research topic. Make it targeted and not general. Get right to the point.

· Where was the study done?

· Purpose.

· Participants/subjects

· “If it moves – cite it”. Make it clear what you say and what others are saying, if it’s others – cite, or say something about the common belief.

· Methodology

· Who, when, why, where… put in details.

· Questionnaire construction.

· Scales

· How did you use and scale your data.

· What’s the validity
· Were there expert advise involved.

· Recommendations

· Make it as concrete as possible.

· Make it precise and make sure it’s different than what’s assumed. Beware of suggestions saying “do what you normally do”. Emphasis the change or the focus needed.

· General
· Choose a hot topic
· Choose a relevant dataset. China might be perceived as different and irrelevant to the west.

· Maybe cite the editors.

· Cite journals from the last 3 years.

· Position the article.
